Crescent Gold Limited (ASX:CRE, TSX:CRA), the growing Australian gold miner and 
resources developer today reported further encouraging results from  reverse circulation 
(RC) drilling at the Companyôs Craiggiemore and West Laverton gold projects near 
Laverton in WA.   
 
The current drill programme is aimed at extending the known mineralisation at these two 
targets. 
 
Since its previous announcement on 12th April 2010, a further 52 significant 
intersections have been recorded, including: 
19m at 5.2 g/t gold,  
8m at 9.2 g/t gold,  
17m at 2.6 g/t gold  
24m at 2.6g/t gold.

Managing Director, Roland Hill, said the results from the current drill programme continue 
to underpin managementôs confidence in the exploration upside potential of the 
Craiggiemore Project. 
 
ñThe continued excellent drilling results elevates the Craiggiemore / Mary Mac deposits as 
near term development options and demonstrates the general exploration potential of the 
Laverton Gold Project.  Historic grades received at Craiggiemore have been as high as 
3,500 g/t,ò Mr Hill said. 
 
ñThe Laverton Goldfields is a great gold address, and the current programme is yielding 
consistently good results.ò 
 
The Craiggiemore development project, located 3km southwest of Laverton, consists of 
the Craiggiemore, Mary Mac South and Mary Mac gold deposits on mining lease 38/270, 
held 100% by Crescent Gold Limited.  The West Laverton development project is located 
2km west of Laverton on mining lease 38/346 also held 100%. 
 
Since the start of 2010, a total of 137 RC drill holes for 10,950m has been drilled into the 
Craiggiemore and West Laverton projects to infill and extend the known mineralisation.   
 
A diamond core rig is planned to join the RC drill rig continuing the infill and extensional 
drilling on the Craiggiemore project.
